unveiled about a proposed junior

tennis club. The initiative to set up a

junior version of our historic club
followed the board’s acceptance of six junior girls
into the club’s Adopt-A-Junior Program. Since
the women’s club did not accept these girls into
their club, we could not provide court access to
these young ladies. The idea, therefore, is to be
able to offer junior membership privileges
without gender discrimination. Gerald Davis,
who conceived of and helps administer the
Adopt-A-Junior Program, explained the following
points about having a junior club:

[t will help build the character of youth who
assume leadership roles; and it will make club
tennis at City Park more family-friendly,
attracting adult family members who can join
their kids on the courts. And since juniors have
secondary privileges they can be bumped
whenever adults need to use club courts, so the
Jjunior club will not affect our current members’
court access. '

Initially, kids accepted in the junior club will
pay the junior rate, pro-rated for periods of less
than a year. Eventually, the junior club will pay
to sub lease the courts as the Women’s Club does

today.

&me the junior club is operational, the Adopt-
A-Junior Program of City Park Tennis Club can
fulfill its promise as the charitable arm of our
historic organization, attract new junior members,
and raise community awareness that City Park
Tennis is thriving, and a place where the whole
family can enjoy our great sport. )

Please refer
to the schedule and court assignments below to
determine when it may be necessary to notify
CitK Park staff that you are playing on a non-
lub court:

Weekday Mornings  Courts 30, 31, 35, & 36
Weekday Afternoons 30 thru 33
Weekend Mornings 30 thru 33 & 35 thru 38

times listed above.

While these are the hours Club members are
guaranteed access to the courts listed above,
members mar lay on rubico courts whenever
they are available, but not after 6:30, and not
when the court has been rented to the public.

founded in 1928 by a group of men
who played tennis at City Park and
who decided to approach the City Park Board of
Directors about leasing three courts for club use.
The board glpﬂ)roved and the club was officially
organized. The late Bill Macassin was elected the

first president.

The oldest living member is Wﬂg LaGarde
at 92 years old, followed by yours at 90
years old, and the longest in membership at 72
years. Over the years, the Club has played on
three different surfaces, starting on tan colored
clay, red brick dust, and the present green rubico.
The rubico seems to be the favorite surface of the
members.
